Please Note:

Although the above programme looks very busy, members are advised to check the Calendar in the Clubhouse to determine court availability for casual play. When league matches are in progress, the 3rd court is available to members at the Team Captain’s discretion, provided that there is minimal disruption to the adjacent courts. Please also remember that the peg board is to be used during the Club morning and evening sessions – to ensure a fair rota system for all members.

Wantage Tennis Club Spring Newsletter

Dear Member,

My passion for tennis began when I was around eight or nine years old. I remember walking home from school on hot sunny days to find my mum sitting in a deck chair in the verandah, olive oil glistening on her brown skin as she watched Wimbledon on our 6” telly.

Although I did not play at this time I was enraptured by these matches and have been an avid supporter ever since.  I pleaded with my mum who took me to Wimbledon when I was a whippersnapper.  Seeing great players such as Budge Patty, Louise Brough, Lou Hoad, Maureen Connolly, really blew my mind and I knew from that moment that this was the game for me.

At the end of last summer I was approached to see if I would stand for the chairman’s position for the club and was told that my experience in building and running a tennis centre could be invaluable in relocating our facility.
